DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED PROJECT AND AMENDMENTS:

CPAM 09-04 is a request to amend the Future Land Use Map from Rural to Mining for a 158 acre
parcel, lying on the north side of State Road 50, just east of the CSX main line railroad located in
the eastern part of Hernando County. The parcels are owned by Mills Land Management
Corporation, who leases the property to E.R. Jahna Industries, Inc. E.R. Jahna has been conducting
mining operations since 1979 and currently mines the adjacent parcels to the west. The proposed use
of the subject property is mining and processing of limestone by the wet method. E.R Jahna sells
three products, crushed baserock, screenings, and aglime. There is no hard limerock identified on
the parcels and no such mining will take place on the parcel.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW:

Soil Type: The site contains several different soil types as found in the Soil Survey of
Hernando County. Florida. 

Comments: Some of the soil types are associated with wetlands. Since the mining
operation will remove the overburden to expose the limestone deposit, the
soil types will not have a bearing on the extraction process. 

Protection
Features: The subject parcel contains no Wellhead Protection Areas (WHPA),

according to County data resources.

Hydrologic
Features: The subject parcel contains several areas of  wetlands, located along the

northern border, along the eastern border, and in the south central portion of
the parcel along SR 50; the whole site is considered a Special Protection
Area (SPA), according to County data resources.

LAND USE REVIEW:

The parcels consist of relatively flat to gently rolling pasture with small closed depression contours.
There are three separate areas of wetlands located on the property. The information contained in
Exhibit 5a, which illustrates the limits of mining disturbance, show that the areas of wetlands will
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be outside the disturbed area. The parcels contain no prime agricultural soils and the land is
currently being used to graze cattle. 

There are no significant residential populations in close proximity of the amendment parcels and no
residential structures are located on the perimeter of the property. Since the Future Land Use
categories surrounding the property will not allow additional residential development, does not
appear to be a future land use compatibility issue if the proposed amendment is adopted. 

Mineable resources are located on the property and these are identified in Exhibit 5 of the
application materials. E.R. Jahna has completed approximately 35 auger prospect borings on the site
to determine overburden thickness and depth to limestone. The borings penetrated into the limestone
formations and were examined by a geologist. Overburden thickness and quality of the limestone
deposit is consistent with historical geological conditions on the adjacent active mining operation.

The petitioner must rezone the parcel for mining, meet the minium requirements of the Master
Mining Plan Approval (MAMPA) and Mining Operation Plan Approval (MOPA) before mining can
commence. The MAMPA and MOPA review process ensure that the proposed mining activities are
in compliance with local regulation and are not adverse to the public interest. Any mining would
require compliance with the Hernando County Mining Ordinance and the MAMPA and MOPA for
the subject properties.

DISCUSSION OF ISSUES:

According to the applicant’s narrative, there will be no increase in the impacts on public facilities,
except the creation of an access to State Road 50, located approximately 3,000 feet east of  the
existing mine entrance. Water, sewer, and drainage will be provided on-site. The addition of the land
into the Mining category will not increase the scale of the operation. The daily operation of the
extraction process is dictated by market conditions. The proposed amendment will merely extend
the overall life of the mining on these parcels. 

There are no apparent land use conflicts or adverse impacts on any infrastructure. The change in land
use will not create any other impacts on the availability of public facilities. Development of the
property for the mining operation  will be reviewed and permitted by the County in conjunction with
the required rezoning to the Mining district and the review of the mining plans through the mining
regulations of the County Code. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Planning and Zoning Commission review the proposed amendment to
the Future Land Use Map to designate the 158 acre parcel as Mining and recommend to the Local
Planning Agency / Board of County Commissioners that CPAM 09-04 be transmitted to the
Department of Community Affairs for review.
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P & Z RECOMMENDATION:

At its December 14, 2009 meeting, the Planning and Zoning Commission held a public hearing to
consider CPAM 09-04 and voted 5-0 to recommend that the LPA / BCC transmit the proposed
amendment to the Department of Community Affairs and the agencies for review and comment.

LPA/BCC ACTION:

At its January 12, 2010 meeting the LPA / BCC held a public hearing and voted 5-0 to transmit the
proposed amendment CPAM 09-04 to the Florida Department of Community Affairs and the review
agencies for review and the issuance of an Objections, Recommendations, and Comments report.

DCA ORC REPORT:

The Department of Community Affairs (DCA) submitted an Objections, Recommendations, and
Comments (ORC) report to Hernando County on March 26, 2010 raising an objection  to CPAM 09-
04.

STAFF DISCUSSIONS:

To address the objection and recommendation contained in the DCA issued ORC report, additional
data and analysis is being provided in the ORC Response. Specifically, the response addresses the
issue of wetlands on the site and any potential connection to the Green Swamp system.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Board of County Commissioners conduct a public hearing on the
adoption of CPAM 09-04, adopt the ordinance, and authorize the Planning Staff to transmit the
amendment to the DCA and Agencies for a compliance  review.

BCC ACTION:

At its May 11, 2010 meeting, the Board of County Commissioners conducted a public hearing on
the adoption of CPAM 09-04 and voted 5-0 to adopt ordinance #2010-11, and authorize transmittal
of the amendment to the DCA and review agencies.
